Moses was 120 years old when he died. His eyes were not dim nor his natural vigor
diminished. (Deuteronomy 34:7)

So do not fear, for | am with you; do not be dismayed, for | am your God. | will strengthen
you and help you; | will uphold you with my righteous right hand. (Isaiah 41:10)

No evil shall befall you, Nor shall any plague come near your dwelling;
For He shall give His angels charge over you, To keep you in all your ways. (Psalms 91:10-

4:7)

The LORD is my Shepherd; | shall not want. (Psalms 23:1)
It shall be health to thy navel, and marrow to thy bones. (Proverbs 3:8)

But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.
(Philippians 4:19)

...casting all your care upon Him, for He cares for you (I Peter 5:7)

If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall
be done for you.

He sent forth his word and healed them; he rescued them from the grave. (Psalm 107:20)

Surely he took up our infirmities & carried our sorrows, yet we considered him

stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted. But he was pierced for our transgressions,
he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon him,
and by his wounds we are healed. (Isaiah 53:4-5)

“Heal me, O Lord, and | WILL BE HEALED; save me and | will be saved, for you are the
one | praise.” (Jeremiah 17:14)

Whatever they plot against the LORD he will bring to an end; trouble will not come a
second time. (Nahum 1:9)

A man with leprosy came and knelt before him and said, “Lord, if you are willing, you can
make me clean.” Jesus reached out his hand and touched the man. “I am willing,” he said.
“Be clean!” Immediately he was cured of his leprosy. (Matthew 8:2-3)

... and healed all who were sick, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah
the prophet, saying: “ He Himself took our infirmities & carried for us our sicknesses.”
(Matthew 8:16-17)

“I tell you the truth, whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever
you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven. “Again, | tell you that if two of you on
earth agree about anything you ask for, it will be done for you by my Father in heaven.
(Matthew 18:18-19)

Jesus replied, “I tell you the truth, if you have faith and do not doubt, not only can
you do what was done to the fig tree, but also you can say to this mountain, "Go, throw

yourself into the sea,” and it will be done. (Matthew 21:21)

Then the LORD said to me, “You have seen well, for | am ready to perform My word.”
(Jeremiah 1:12)

The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; | have come that they may have life,
and have it to the full. (John 10:10)
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The weapons we fight with are not the weapons of the world. On the contrary, they
are MIGHTY & have divine power to demolish strongholds. We demolish arguments and
every pretension that sets itself up against the knowledge of God, and we take captive
every thought to make it obedient to Christ. (Il Corinthians 10:4-5)

Finally, be strong in the Lord and in his mighty power. Put on the full Armor of God so
that you can take your stand against the devil’s schemes. For our struggle is not against
flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this
dark world and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. Therefore put
on the full Armor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, you may be able to stand
your ground, and after you have done everything, to stand. Stand firm then, with the belt
of truth buckled around your waist, with the breastplate of righteousness in place, and
with your feet fitted with the readiness that comes from the gospel of peace. In addition
to all this, take up the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the flaming
arrows of the evil one. Take the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is
the word of God. (Ephesians 6:10-17)

... for it is God who works in you to will and to act according to His good purpose.
(Philippians 2:13)

And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised
Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit, who lives
in you. (Romans 8:11)

By faith Abraham, even though he was past age--and Sarah herself was barren--was
enabled to become a father because he considered Him faithful who had made the
promise. (Hebrews 11:11)

For God did not give us a spirit of timidity, but a spirit of power, of love and of self-
discipline. (Il Timothy 1:7)
